At the April 6 meeting of the Heritage Advisory Committee meeting, a motion was passed to forward the matter of the proposed demolition of 96-98 Charlotte Street, Sydney, to Council without recommendation.  For information on 96-98 Charlotte Street, please refer to a report from me dated April 1, 2010 which contains a summary of the issues involved in this case and a copy of a consultants’ report on the matter.

If Council wishes to consider approving the demolition of this building, a motion (attached) should be passed authorizing staff to prepare public notices of Council’s intent to demolish the structure, and indicating that a decision on the demolition request will be made at the May Council meeting.  If that is Council’s direction, a public hearing would be held at the May Council meeting, following which Council would decide whether or not to approve the demolition. This is the procedure outlined in the Nova Scotia Heritage Property Act.

Council may wish to seek clarification from legal staff as to whether any other legislation might supersede the Heritage Property Act in this case.
