Considerations 
(Both Structures Must Be Considered Together For 

Things To Make Sense)
1723
Heron Structure: Lot L
(1) 
The Block 2 report says (H‑D 17 pp. 47‑48
) that "In 1723 Heron's house [described in 1721 and earlier as a magasin and in 1722 as a maison avec un Magazin] was moved to the Quay front ..." 

There is absolutely no evidence that the Antoine Heron dit Parisien structure was "moved" at all, let alone as a unit or taken apart and re‑assembled.  The correct 1723 term, in the Etat Des Maisons qui Se trouve faites et qui se font pendant cette année 1723 is "put into alignment, or, specifically, Parisien remis Sur l'alignement.
 Thus we see too, in that same year 1723,  Beausejour (Block 2) and Delort (Block 4) remis sur l'alignement whereas La Chaume (Block 5) was described as par augmentation hors l'alignement, La Croix (Block 5) hors lalignement, Degoutin (Block 14) en alignement and De Couagne (Block 17) en alignement.

1724
Grandchamp House: Lot L
(2) 
The Block 2 report (HD‑17, p. 49) "suggests" that in 1724, "Auger [Grandchamp buys the house (maison) and property (terrain) from Heron for 2300 livres
] made some changes Pour Rendre cette Maison logeable et propre au commerce de grandchamp. 

Given that Grandchamp was a carpenter turned innkeeper (H‑F19, p. 21 ‑ Aubergiste), unlike Heron, gardener turned tavern‑keeper (H‑F19, p. 24 ‑cabaretier), Grandchamp (though in 1724 in his early 50's, he lived to near 70) undoubtedly had a hands‑on approach to said changes. However, he may not have carried out these changes immediately upon the purchase of the Lot L  house in 1724. Indeed, Grandchamp issued this statement in 1736 as supporting evidence of his right of claim to said property since 1724.  Consequently, he may not have undertaken this work in 1724 (when he was also living in the house), but perhaps later, even as late as 1729 upon purchase of the Lot M property.     

1724
De Lasson Storehouse: Lot M
(3) 
The Block 2 report (HD‑17, p. 60) maintains that "A new house appears to have been built on lot M by 1722 ...[which] In 1724 ... [was] described as a magasin, suggesting perhaps that a magasin was 
located in the building in the rear." 

First of all, whether the "new house" which appeared for the first time on 1722 plans (for example, compare 1720 plans with those of 1722) was a house at all is debatable for the plans do not state this. However, according to the Ordinance of 1723, the de Lasson structure in Lot M was a house (la maison du sieur de Lasson  ‑ the Ordinance would differentiate between houses and storehouses)
.

Interestingly, a 1723 "Etat des Emplacements concedés a Louisbourg" identified De Lasson not only as owner of this property but also as both merchant and tavern‑keeper (marchand cabartier). However, according to a report (H‑F19, p. 24), De Lasson may have conducted his tavern operation for only the period 1720‑1724.  Therefore, whether, it might be categorically stated, one way or the other, that the structure was part or all magasin in 1724 is problematic, and, without further research on the varied life of George De Lasson (died 1729), problematic it may have to remain. However, it should be noted that both storage arrangements were quite common at Louisbourg.

Notwithstanding the above, existing evidence would appear to more strongly support a claim that in 1724 the entire (i.e. not a portion of the) building was being used as a storehouse. Clearly the 1724 sale of the Lot L house and property to Grandchamp suggests this assertion since it places these Lot L assets to the east of a lot M DesLasson storehouse (i.e. not next to a house ‑ Lot L adjoining a Louest au magasin du Sieur Lasson).
 

1729
Grandchamp Houses: Lots L and M
(4) 
According to the report (HD‑17, p. 61) "George deLasson apparently never occupied his Block 2 [Lot M] House. In 1725 he was  still residing on the north side ... By the end of August, 1729, 
George deLasson had died ... Julien Auger dit Grandchamp ... acquired the lot M house and property from Jean deLasson on August 30, 1729."

At the time of the 1729 sale, the Lot M de Lasson building (which the agreement placed to the east of Lartigue's magasin [Hotel de la Marine]) was described as a house (maison), in sharp contrast to its description as a storehouse (magasin) in 1724. Significantly, the Grandchamp Lot L structure was also, at this time, described as a maison (la maison dud S. Grandchamp.)
 

1736
Grandchamp House: Lot L
(5) 
According to the historical report (HD‑17, page 50), Grandchamp still described the structure on the L property as being a house (remit hors de sa maison). 

1741
Grandchamp: Lots L and M
(6)
According to the inventory of April 19‑20, 24, and June 6 following the death of Grandchamp on April 1, (report HD‑17, appendix lots L‑M) "nous nous Sommes transportés ... dans la maison mortuaire 
dud feu auger habitée [lot M] ... ensuite avons passé dans ... [le] Second corps [Lot L] Joignant lemplacement de Guyon ...
In other words, the people conducting the inventory considered the Grandchamp establishment as a 2 unit "complex", with one unit [le premier corps] functioning as the house (maison) and the second unit [Second corps]  functioning in an unidentified manner. Interestingly, the late 17th century writer Furetiere describes such a set up in this way:

CORPS, se dit aussi d'un bastiment de fond en comble, soit qu'il soit separé. ou joint avec un autre. Il y a deux corps de logis en cette maison qui sont joints par une galerie. Il a loüé un corps d'Hostel separé. En Italie on fait les corps de logis doubles, à cause de la chaleur; & en France, à cause de la commodité. Il a fait bastir un avant‑corps en sa maison, qui en fait un grand ornement.

According to the papers found in 1741 (report HD‑17, appendix lots L‑M):

I)  The people conducting the inventory, in one instance,  regarded the lot M structure, in which they had found the papers, as a house: 

Lot M:

 (un acte de concession de terrain de la maison ou nous  Sommes fait au S Lasson  ...un certifficat de toise du terrain de la maison ou nous Sommes ... ) 

ii) The people conducting the inventory, in one instance,  regarded the lot L structure as simply a building rather than as a house: 

Lot L: 

(un autre certifficat de toisé ... du  terrain et batisse Joignant a la maison ou 
       nous Sommes ...)

iii) The people conducting the inventory, in one instance, considered both structures as being houses: 

Lot L: 

(Et l'autre maison avec le terrain tirant a l'est Joignant l'emplacement du S Guyon ... 5000")

Lot M: 

(estiment la maison avec le terrain Joignant 


       le magasin de nous Baillif [Lartigue ‑ Hotel 


       De la Marine] a L'ouest ... 4000")

Grandchamp House
(8) 
According to the inventory  (The dates here, being confusing, are variously identified as September 20, October 4, September ?, September 6) after the death of Grandchamp's wife on September 7) 
(Report HD‑17, 
Appendix Lots L‑M, Family Reconstitution), nous Sommes transporte... dans 
la maison mortuaire ..
In September, 1749 and in 1752 she was residing "En Sa Maison Rue de Quay" (Report Hd‑17, pp. 53, 63). Specifically, "In 1751 [‑ 1752] she was occupying lot L" (Dans Le Jardin attenant La Maison de Guyon) and living in a Quayside house (Dans Le Coridor de la maison Deladitte grandChamps)
 

B. Recommendation  

Should the recap programme wish to introduce some interpretative "improvements" to this building, the structural design team might wish to re‑examine the 1741 inventory with the above considerations playing a more dominant interpretive role than perhaps in the past. The 1741 inventory, confusing as it is, allows for several possible room, door and window layout interpretations. Nevertheless, I believe that the one over‑riding consideration is that the team must consider the L‑M structures as a functioning complex rather than as two separate units.

From the Quay, we entered the house (house and property worth 4000 livres), and turning right, off the corridor, we moved into the     kitchen;

We left the kitchen, and entered a room at the rear of the house;

Lot L  (24 pieds x 70 pieds)

(3) 
From the house, we moved over to the adjoining structure (building  and property worth 5000 livres) where we entered the inn located at the front;

(4)  We then moved into the kitchen;

(5) We then went up into the attic;

(6)  From there we went into a storeroom;

(7)  We entered a small, partitioned off, downstairs room, located next to the kitchen;

Lot L and M Yard
(8) We left the small room and went into an enclosed menagerie;

(9) We then went into the office at the rear of the house      
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
